If the projector does not respond to the remote control, move a little closer.

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Installation and Setting up

Inserting or Changing the Remote Control Batteries
1 2 3

1. Remove the battery compartment cover by sliding the cover in the direction of the arrow.
2. Place two AA batteries with the correct polarity.
3. Slide on the cover as the arrow in the illustration.

Important
• Avoid using the projector with bright fluorescent lighting turned on. Certain high-frequency fluorescent lights can 

disrupt remote control operation.
• Be sure nothing obstructs the path between the remote control and the projector. 
• Do not expose the remote control to high temperature or humidity; otherwise, the remote control will not work 

functionally.

Battery installation instructions
• Make sure the battery is installed with the correct polarity. 
• Do not use the old and new batteries or the batteries of different types together
• Remove the battery if the remote control may not be used for a long time to prevent the damage caused by 

leaks.
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Installing the projector
The high quality display effect can be guaranteed only when the projector is correctly installed. Generally, the light 
source facing the screen should be reduced or eliminated as much as possible. The contrast of the image will be obvi-
ously reduced if the light directly shines on the screen, such as the beam from windows or the searchlight cast on the 
image. The image may become faded and not bright.

Precautions for Installation
Caution
• Projector installation must be done by a qualified professional. Contact your dealer for more information. It is not 

recommended you install the projector yourself. 
• With ceiling installation, use approved mounting hardware & M4 screws; maximum depth of screw: 14 mm. 

Contact your dealer for information about mounting the projector on a ceiling.
• Only use the projector on a solid, level surface, serious injury and damage can occur if the projector is dropped.

Caution
• Ensure that the hot air from the exhaust vent is not sucked into the projector. Because even the ambient is 

within the operating temperature range, the hot air will cause the projector not dissipate heat well and cause the 
projector internal temperature too high. Make projector enter to protection mode.

• Ensure the air intake and exhaust vents are unobstructed and keep the required distance from any object. 
Below is required minimum distance between the vent and any object. 

• All added enclosures should pass a certified thermal evaluation to ensure that the projector does not recycle 
exhaust air, as this may cause the projector to shut down even if the enclosure temperature is with the 
acceptable operation temperature range.

For mounting the projector, please use UL Listed ceiling mounts and M4 screws, maximum depth of screw: 14 mm.
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Installing or Removing the Optional Lens
Caution
• Do not shake or place excessive pressure on the projector or the lens components as the projector and lens 

components contain precision parts.
• When shipping the projector with the optional lens, remove the optional lens before shipping the projector. The 

lens and the lens shift mechanism may encounter damage caused by improper handling during transportation.
• Before removing or installing the lens, be sure to turn off the projector and wait till the cooling fans stop, and turn 

off the main power switch.
• Do not touch the lens surface when removing or installing the lens.
• Keep fingerprints, dust or oil away from the lens surface. Do not scratch the lens surface.
• Work on a level surface with a soft cloth under it to avoid scratching.
• If you remove and store the lens, attach the lens cap to the projector to keep off dust and dirt.

When turning the lens, 
the “Click” sounds twice to indicate that the lens is completely fixed.

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Removing the Existing Lens
5. Push the LENS RELEASE button all the way in and rotate the lens counterclockwise. The existing lens will be 

disengaged

6. Pull out the existing lens slowly.

before installing the optional lens into the projector. Failure to do so will cause damage to the projector and lens.
• There is one safety switch inside the lens slot on the projector to prevent unexpected injury by laser beam, the 

projector cannot be turned on if the projection lens has not been installed or is not installed correctly. Please 
make sure the lens is installed properly before tuning on the projector.

Connecting to AC Power Supply
The AC power cord is included in the box; plug the power cord to the AC socket on the IO panel.

Turning on the Projector
Once the projector is correctly located and the power cable and other connections are in place, it is important that the 
projector is correctly powered on in order to avoid damage to components and un-necessary wear and tear. Refer to 
the following guide to power on the projector.

High Bright The highest brightness output mode is suitable for the application where the highest brightness 
output is needed.

When ambient light is too bright or changes, the projected image details may be affected, you can adjust the option 
to make the projected colors of image closer to desired colors.

Offset These three options will shift the color spectrum for the whole image and change its brightness, if mini-
mal amount of red, green or blue appears in the gray areas, you can adjust the offset of the correspond-
ing color accordingly.

This function can be used to disable lens control for preventing unauthorized operation or disoperation in lens control 
related functions including Lens Shift, Zoom/Focus adjustment and Center Lens. Recommend to turn on Lens Lock 
function to disable the Lens control after lens adjustment is done.

Note

Turning on Lens Lock will disable lens control function including Lens Shift, Center Lens and Zoom/Focus adjust-
ment, please make sure Lens Lock is disable before you perform the lens control function. 

Lens Control

These guidelines provide tips to deal with problems you may encounter while using the projector. If the problem re-
mains unsolved, contact your dealer for assistance.

Often the problem is something as simple as a loose connection. Check the following before proceeding to the prob-
lem-specific solutions.
• Use some other electrical device to confirm that the electrical outlet is working.
• Ensure the projector is turned on.
• Ensure all connections are securely attached.
• Ensure the attached device is turned on.
• Ensure a connected PC is not in suspending mode.
• Ensure a connected notebook computer is configured for an external display. (This is usually done by pressing an 

Fn-key combination on the notebook.)

Tips for Troubleshooting
• In each problem-specific section, try the steps in the order suggested. This may help you to solve the problem 

more quickly.
• Try to pinpoint the problem to avoid replacing non-defective parts.
• For example, if you replace batteries and the problem remains, put the original batteries back and go to the next 

step. 
• Keep a record of the steps you take when troubleshooting: The information may be useful when calling for 

technical support or for passing on to service personnel.

Image Problems
Problem: No image appears on the screen
1. Verify the settings on your notebook or desktop PC.
2. Turn off all equipment and power up again in the correct order.
3. Check if shutter is enabled.

Problem: The image is blurred 
1. Adjust the Focus on the projector.
2. Performance Auto Sync on the remote control or projector.
3. Ensure the projection distance is within the specified range.
4. Check that if the projection lens is clean.
5. Remove the lens cap

Problem: The image is wider at the top or bottom (trapezoid effect) 
1. Position the projector so it is as perpendicular to the screen as possible. 
2. Use the Keystone function to correct the problem.

Problem: The image is reversed or upside down

Check the Projection Mode setting on the CONTROL->Projection Mode menu.

Problem: The image is streaked 
1. Set the Total dots (H Total) and VGA Setup settings on the INPUT menu of the OSD to the default settings.
2. To ensure the problem is not caused by a connected PC’s video card, connect to another computer. 

Problem: The image is flat with no contrast 
1. Adjust the Contrast setting on the PICTURE menu of the OSD.
2. Adjust the Brightness setting on the PICTURE menu of the OSD.
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Problem: The color of the projected image does not match the source image.

Adjust the Color temperature and Gamma settings on the PICTURE menu of the OSD

Projection Problems
Problem: There is no light from the projector 
1. Check that the power cable is securely connected.
2. Ensure the power source is good by testing with another electrical device.
3. Restart the projector in the correct order and check that the Power LED is green.
4. Check if Blank or Shutter function is enabled 

Remote Control Problems
Problem: The projector does not respond to the remote control.
1. Direct the remote control towards remote sensor on the projector. 
2. Ensure the path between remote and sensor is not obstructed.
3. Check the remote sensor on OSD is turned on. Refer to "Infrared Remote  on page55 "
4. Ensure remote control wire is not plugged in the projector. 
5. Turn off any fluorescent lights in the room.
6. Check the battery polarity.
7. Replace the batteries.
8. Turn off other Infrared-enabled devices in the vicinity.
9. Have the remote control serviced.
10. Ensure that the remote control code conforms to the projector’s code if universal remote control is used.
11. Check if Projector ID control is enabled and the ID number is correct. Refer to "Using Control ID for Multi-pro-

jector Application  on page32 "

Projection Lens Problems
Problem: The Zoom or Focus adjustment cannot work.
1. Check if the lens is installed properly, improper lens installation may cause to lens cannot work normally. 

Please follow the lens installation procedure to check again.
2. Check if Lens Lock function is enabled, locking the lens will disable all of lens adjustment functions. Perform 

Center Lens function to calibrate the Lens again.
3. Replace the other lens to check the problem if the lens is available.
4. Contact with service center for the details.

Remote communication Problems
Problem: The projector does not respond to Ethernet control
1. Make sure Network Standby is turned on, the communication path is interrupted if it’s turned off(less 0.5W). 

Refer to "Projection Mode  on page53 ".  
2. Check the network configuration in your laptop and projector; refer to Remote Communication manual for 

more information.

Having the Projector Serviced
If you are unable to solve the problem, you should have the projector serviced. Pack the projector in the original 
carton. Include a description of the problem and a checklist of the steps you took when trying to fix the problem. The 
information may be useful to the service personnel. Return the projector to the place you purchased it.
