Note, that the Kramer W-H, WP-H1M and WP-H2M are identical to
the W-HDMI, WP-HDMI1M and WP-HDMI2M; respectively, just the
names have changed replacing the suffix “HDMI” by “H” (according
to the HDMI Guideline).

To achieve the best performance you should:

e Connect only good quality connection cables, thus avoiding
interference, deterioration in signal quality, and elevated noise
levels (often associated with low quality cables)

e Position your Kramer wall plate insert securely, and in a location that is
free from moisture and away from excessive sunlight and dust

4.1 W-H

The W-H is a single-insert wall plate (see Figure 1) with one HDMI
connector at the front and a cable and connector at the rear:

The WP-H1M is a one-gang metal wall plate insert (see Figure 2) with one
pass through male connector for HDMI at the front and a cable and
connector at the rear.

i) Product modification, or failure to follow instructions supplied with the product

iii) Repair or attempted repair by anyone not authorized by Kramer
